We have discussed below topics:

· We welcomed new participants Zoe (UC) and Carolin (SDU) for the TA/DIC intercomparison exercise. Other new participants could not join us at this time due to field trip.
· We started to discuss the intercomparison time frame and volume required to be sent to each participant. Marcos (UM) will send an email to all participants to find out how much volume will be sent to each laboratory.
· Marcos (UM) updated all about meetings he had with Apollo SciTech about a risen issues when is compared DIC analyses done with 3% (Apollo model AS-C3) and 10% H3PO4 titrant (Apollo model AS-C5). Apollo SciTech did a test with 3% and 10% acid in ther model AS-C5 and got about 6 umol/kg difference compared to what was done with UM and AU (10 to 15 umol/kg)
· Apollo model AS-C3 has Licor-7000 detector with no a temperature compensation, differently from AS-C5 and AS-C6.
· Apollo model AS-C3 has a reactor that strips CO2 gas from aqueous solution with large bubbles compared to Apollo model AS-C5 and AS-C6.
· Apollo ScieTech normalizes each single sample compared to UM and AU that normalize after six samples.
